Security

The possibility of a child being taken by the wrong person, whilst fairly
remote is always a concern for any organisation that cares for childrer
The staff at the club are very aware of this danger and are alway
vigilant when any adult enters the premises. Everybody either using o
visiting our club is required to be signed in and out.

During term time the staff will sign the children in and parents/carers
are required to sign their children out when they leave.

During the holidays parents/carers should sign their children in on arriva
and out when their children leave.

On the registration form there is provision for you to name other
adults who you authorise to collect your child.

Unless we receive prior notification of any change to this, the
staff at the club will not allow any child to leave with any adult
who is not named on the registration form as authorised to
collect them.

In the event of an emergency it is vital that you telephone us in
advance where someone other than those authorised is to
collect your child on any particular day.

Medicines
